Documentation Days on the 

Farm 

June 27-28, 2009

This year's Documentation Days were 

busy, productive, and fun.  We gathered 

and recorded information on 22 quilts:  16 

from individuals, and 6 from the mu-

seum's permanent collection.  As always, 

quilt owners filled in the forms with the 

stories behind the quilts, if known, and 

our trained volunteers recorded the physi-

cal descriptions and took photographs. 

 

We saw several crazy quilts this year, 

some made of silks, others of wool or 

cotton.  Most were made on cloth founda-

tions, and tied with yarn.  We documented 

two hand-quilted quilts from the 1970s, 

made by a loving grandmother and her 

quilt group, that are being protected for 

the next generation.  One of our volun-

teers brought a lovely quilt, a recent prize

-winner from our quilt show last year.  In 

all, we documented quilts ranging from 

the 1830s to now. 

 

On Saturday, two members of the online 

group Treadleon (www.treadleon.net) 

demonstrated sewing on old-fashioned 

ñpeople-poweredò machinesðtreadles 

and hand cranks.  A few of our braver 

visitors tried them out.  The ladies, Linda 

Anderson and Chryssa Sawyer, collect 

and sew on these machines, and often do 

demonstrations in Wisconsin and Illinois. 

 

We had wonderful volunteers both days.  

Our thanks go out to Mary Mauer, Carol 

Butzke, Lucille Pagel, Sherry Branson, 

Jeanette Dwyer, Carol McAdow, and 

Maribeth Schmidt.  We couldn't do it 

without you! Museum Quilts Back Drop for Author 

Next Chapter Bookstore, Mequon, in-

vited the Wisconsin Museum of Quilts 

and Fiber Arts to hang a quilt display 

for their Jennifer Chiaverini author 

reading of her new book ñThe Lost 

Quilterò.   

 

In addition to the vintage quilts on dis-

play, the Ladies of the Lake Guild pro-

vided a display of childrenôs quilts 

made by the members for donation 

to local law enforcement and hospi-

tals. The quilts made a beautiful 

backdrop to the evening and brought 

greater awareness about the museum 

and its mission to the community.
